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Reports and Message Management

A. The purpose of this Card is to provide guidance for message management tasks and unit reporting requirements.  Use this card as the required operating standards for all missions unless stated in operations plans or orders.

B. This Card is applicable to all personnel or units assigned or attached to this command.  Implement the instructions contained in this Card in the absence of specific orders.

C. Message Management.  In order to effectively manage incoming and outgoing message traffic and overlays, FBCB2 Systems will be setup as follows:

1. As a minimum create the following folders.  Folder names are in parenthesis: 

(a) Division Messages (divmsgs)

(b) Division Orders (divordmsgs)

(c) Division Overlays (divovrlaysmsgs)

(d) Brigade Messages (bdemsgs)

(e) Brigade Orders (bdeordmsgs)

(f) Brigade Overlays (bdeovrlaysmsgs)

(g) Battalion Messages (bn [BN] msgs) [bn123msgs]

(h) Battalion Orders (bn [BN] ordmsgs) [bn123ordmsgs]

(i) Battalion Overlays (bn [BN] ovrlaysmsgs [bn123ovrlaysmsgs]

(j) Company Messages (company designation, BN number msgs [a123msgs]

(k) Company Orders (company designation, BN number ordmsgs [a123ordmsgs]

(l) Company Overlays (company designation, BN number ovrlaymsgs [a123ovrlaymsgs]

(m) Platoon Messages (pltmsgs)

(n) Platoon Orders (pltordmsgs)

(o) Platoon Overlays (pltovrlaysmsgs)

(p) Personnel Messages (perstatmsgs)

(q) LOG Messages (logmsgs)

(r) NBC Messages (nbcmsgs)

(s) Obstacle Overlays (obstacleovrlaysmsgs)

(t) Enemy Overlays (enyovrlaysmsgs)

(u) Enemy Obstacles (enyobsovrlaysmsgs)

(d) Fast: 40-60 KMPH

3. Periodic Reminders.  Responsible reporting agencies set periodic reminders to ensure these reports are submitted on time.

(a) Commander's SITREP: 0600, 1200, 1800, 2400, daily

(b) Log Report:  0900 & 1700 daily

(c) Personnel Status Report: 0500 & 1700 daily

(d) Sensitive Items:  0900 & 1900 daily

(e) INTSUM: 0500 & 1600 daily

(f) Chemical Down Wind:  0530, 1130, 1730, & 2330 daily

(g) Daily 026/Deadline Report: 1500 daily

(h) Stand To Time: 0430 hrs daily after arrival at the Assembly Area

(i) Convoy SP time: A ‘Once” reminder for each movement.  Set 5 min prior to SP time.

4. Readiness Condition Standards: Use the following guidance to determine correct reporting percentages.

70-84%

50-69%

0-49%
