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Intelligence

A. The purpose of this Card is to provide guidance for Intelligence Operations within the Brigade using FBCB2.  Use this card as the required operating standards for all missions unless stated in operations plans or orders.

B. This card is applicable to all personnel or units assigned or attached to this command.  Implement the instructions contained in this card in the absence of specific orders.
C. SALT reports consist of numbers of people and/or equipment and automatically create red SA icons that are disseminated throughout the TI.  The user addresses these reports to the S2’s ASAS platform in the Battalion Headquarters.  If the user is in the RISTA Sqdn, the Brigade S2’s ASAS platform receives these reports.  The Battalion or Brigade S2 evaluates the report and, if justified, correlates the numbers and platforms into an enemy unit.  The brigade S2 also correlates the data with other intelligence sources and must send this correlated report to either the S2/S3 Plans or Operations – Embedded Battle Command (EBC) for dissemination.  Managing Red SA in this manner reduces the number of duplicate icons that appear on the user’s SA screen.  S2’s evaluates the red SA picture every 30 minutes during combat operations.  Subordinates are alerted via FM of any significant changes.
1. Enemy spot reports are critical to platform SA and feeds information to higher headquarters.

2. The S2 must be on the address list to receive the SALT report in ASAS.

3. The S2 must be on the message address list to receive report text data.  Everyone in the network sees the icon.

4. FBCB2 operators can set their system to display either the ASAS picture only, FBCB2 feeds only, or both.

2. The ASAS intelligence picture adds to the existing enemy SA generated by FBCB2.  For this reason, the user can display either the FBCB2 Red picture, the ASAS Red picture or both.  This is a filtering function.  Before the unit crosses the Line of Departure (LD), users display the ASAS picture.  After LD, users rely on the FBCB2 red SA picture.  Recommend most echelons use FBCB2 only feed, as it is the most current and relevant to the close fight.  Commanders may want to toggle to the ASAS picture before the battle and occasionally during the fight to see bigger picture.  Displaying both feeds at the same time can be confusing since both systems have redundancies and time differences.

3. The originator, platoon sergeants and above, Brigade Reconnaissance elements and all Military Police (MPs) have the capability to delete the SALT report.  The originator of the SALT report is responsible for managing the red icon as long as the reported enemy is in his view.  If the SALT report originator looses contact with the enemy element, he must notify (via FM) adjacent friendly forces capable of 

observing and tracking the enemy movement.  The adjacent unit then assumes 

responsibility for managing that red SA icon.  Any modifications or deletions (if the enemy is destroyed or contact is lost) of the report will be generated digitally by updating the red SA icon, so the red picture is not misleading and remains current.  

4. ASAS operators must turn on EBC from their Enemy Interoperability Destination screen or the correlated picture is not available at the FBCB2 level.
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BN S2 processes SALT report, correlates with other INTEL.  BN S2 sends EDC S309 message over ASAS to BDE S2 for SA dissemination.





SALT reports edited at CO.  Red icons edited and/or deleted as appropriate.





PLT members send C2 SALT report to BN S2.  BDE Recon sends to BDE S2.  SA is disseminated to force





INTEL Reporting





BDE S2 correlates with other INTEL.   BDE S2 sends correlated Red icon out as SA via ASAS.

SALT report auto generates Red SA icon as platform symbol, which is sent to all FBCB2 platforms as SA





FBCB2 now shows Red SA icon as formation symbol, not platform symbol, indicating that it has been generated by ASAS
