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Digital Rehearsals


If approval for conducting a digital rehearsal, in lieu of a rockdrill, is received, the rehearsal will be conducted in the following manner:


MTC – All company maneuver overlays should already have been created (platoon SBF/ABF and hasty defense or security operations), named and sent per SOP. Create and send the following enemy overlays:




Enemy sitemplate for infantry operations (normal shaping)




Enemy sitemplate for Bn engagement area number 1




Enemy sitemplate for Bn engagement area number 2 




Enemy sitemplate for Bn engagement area number 3 




Enemy sitemplate expected for Hasty defense/security operations (transition to next operation).




Each enemy sitemplate overlay will be named IAW with digital supplement 



Commander calls for each template to be brought up and then issues fragos. Platoon/FIST/attachment leaders respond with task and purpose, combat power, movement formation, movement technique, fire commands, projected maneuver, C2 measures, or risk mitigation measures as appropriate.


Defense – The company overlay should already have been created (platoon battle positions, TF engineer obstacle overlay, and routes if the reserve) named and sent per SOP. Create and send the following enemy overlays:




Enemy sitemplate for recon effort




Enemy sitemplate for lead enemy formation




Enemy sitemplate for enemy main body 




Enemy sitemplate for enemy reserve 




Enemy sitemplate that causes BDE reserve to maneuver




Enemy sitemplate expected for Hasty defense/security operations (transition to next operation)




Each enemy sitemplate overlay will be named IAW with digital supplement.

Deliberate Attack – The company overlay should already have been created (platoon battle positions, engineer obstacle overlay, and routes if the reserve) named and sent per SOP. Create and send the following enemy overlays:
