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Connectivity

When the Battalion/Task force is in a lager site/AA, prior to Combat operations, the unit will conduct a standard connectivity exercise using the following standards;

· All platforms will power up for applique operations using proper start up procedures

· Situational awareness of other platforms within the Battalion/Task Force is achieved

· From within each company, all PLT’s including CDR and XO will send a “TEST” free text MSG, PSG to PL, PL to XO/CDR, and the operator will acknowledge receipt.

· Each company commander and XO will also send a “TEST” free text MSG to the S-6 platform.

· PSG will submit PERSITREP to Company 1SG, who will forward to ALOC/1BN23IN/3BDE

Once this is done, each Company will send, via FBCB2, a status report, by bumper # those vehicles not completing the exercise and the reasons why.

REPORTING PROCEDURES FOR FBCB2 

During the course of the Field exercise, each company will be required to send FBCB2 status reports over FBCB2 at 0600 and 1800.  These reports will be addressed to the S6-SEC/1BN23IN vehicle in the TOC and will be in the following format:

The S-6 Tactical Internet Manager will also perform a SNAPSHOT of all platforms in the Battalion/Task Force every 2 hours.  This will show which platform in each company is reporting SA and identify those that are not reporting.  The S-6 section will then contact the company Via FM and request a Sitrep on those vehicles.  The Commo section will determine if a maintenance contact team is needed or required.


The S-6 section will report all commo systems operational status to the BDE S-6 every 4 hours via the 1-23 Web page.  This will show the Green, Amber, Red or Black status of:

· ASIP Radios

· Spit fire radios

· AM radios

· EPLRS

· NTDR

· MCS

· ASAS

· AFATDS

· FBCB2 systems, by bumper # and maint Fault
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
